Unless a timely appeal is
filed, all fines made by the Board must be paid in full within thirty (30) days of the hearing date.

2.18.1 FAILURE TO PAY FINE

Unless a timely appeal is filed, the failure to pay a fine in full within thirty (30) days of the hearing
date will constitute a violation of these Rules and Regulations and will result in the temporary
suspension of the license in question unless otherwise determined by the Board. Any licensee who
fails to pay a fine in full pursuant to Rule 2.18 shall be subject to a show cause hearing for a
violation of the Rule.
